ERF Shelter Priorities
Shelter Rehabilitation projects should follow the UNHCR Shelter Guidelines 2010 (posted on ERF website) including beneficiary selection, vulnerability criteria, etc. Priority areas of intervention will be:
a. Rehabilitation/reconstruction of damaged homes for Returnees; 

b. Minor repair of IDP homes; 

c. Rehabilitation of rooms in public buildings, not re-claimed by the authorities during the period when IDPs reside;
d. Support minimum living conditions for IDPs, returnees and other vulnerable persons living in tented camps/group settlements;
e. Basic shelter rehabilitation of inadequate housing for poor and vulnerable

Notes:

1. ERF Fund Management Cell will review all Shelter Rehabilitation proposals from National and International NGOs and it is intended to take place periodically.

2. NFI proposals will be reviewed through the current mechanism as and when proposals are submitted, and must follow the NFI guidelines posted on ERF website. Deviations from this must be clearly justified.
3. Maximum grant per household would be $4000 allowing medium level of rehabilitation for households with ownership certificates, and max. $1500 for minor repairs for un-owned shelters.
