Security 

Due to the complex and insecure working environment of NGOs in Iraq, the ERF Program requests that all NGOs receiving ERF funds operate programs in a way which will decrease threats to staff and programs.    
The ERF encourages implementing organizations to have a security plan, regularly updated, for all staff which articulates minimum operating security standards and contingency plans. In order to ensure adequate security for implementing partners, the ERF will fund modest security related expenses on a case by case basis. The total of all security related expense may not exceed 2% of the total budget of the project and in no circumstance may be used for providing armed security.
