Vulnerability Indicators for Water and Sanitation
1. Percent of households using improved water sources 

· improved sources include: piped water, public tap, stand pipe, protected dug wells, & protected spring  

· Unimproved sources include:  surface water from streams or rivers which have not been treated, tinkered water, & bottled water
2.  Percent of households aware of water purification methods at household level (such as boiling, using chlorine tablets, adding bleach or chlorine, straining through cloth, use of water filter, or solar disinfection) and adopting them
3. Percent of households with access to adequate sanitation facilities (connected to sewers, septic tank, or closed pit)

4. Percent of households satisfied with collection of garbage in their neighborhood

5. Percent of households using key hygiene practices (washing hands with soap or ash after using toilets and before eating
